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Abstract

We show why surat Alhadeed is a pivotal sura when sura numbers are
weighed by the number of their ayas. Sura Alhadeed has a
multiplication value of 1653. The 16th prime is 53. The weighted
value 1653 is the median of all sura multiplications. When the
weighted values are ordered in ascending or descending order, sura
Alhadeed still does not change position because sura Ala’ala (87) has
the same weighted value, 1653 and that prevents sura Alhadeed from

falling into position 58 when sorting in descending order.

Introduction
A site with a lot of numerical phenomena of the Quran is

www.amazing19.com. It multiplied the sura number times the

number of ayas in each sura and also added the two numbers to
produce a table that has very unique properties. In this paper we
intend to focus on the results of the multiplication. We show that sura

Alhadeed (57) plays a central or pivotal role in this table.

(C) and the number of ayas in each sura (V) for selective suras from the Quan as well as

the totals for the columns.
We see from Table 1 that there are exactly 57 sura that have an even
C+V and exactly 57 that have an odd one. This is interesting on its
own. The total of even valued C+V is 6236 which is the total of the
number of verses in the Quran. The total of the odd valued C+V is

6555 which is the total of the number of chapters in the Quran. The

total C+V of course is the two totals summed together.

We also see from table 1 that sura Alhadeed has a C*V value of 1653.
We have shown that sura Ala’ala (87) also has the C*V value of 1653.
We are including the entire table in the Appendix for interested

parties to review,
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Alhadeed (57) is Pivotal in C*V Table

We see from the Appendix that sura Alhadeed remains number 57
whether the suras are ordered according to their number in the Quran
or if they are ordered in ascending or descending order according to
their C*V value. This is amazing in many ways. Since in the normal
course of a median number will change its order if the numbers of
numbers ordered is even depending on whether the numbers are
sorted in an ascending or descending order. The reason sura Alhadeed
remains 57 in all cases is that sura Ala’ala (87) has the same product
1653. This 1s the result of that there are three prime numbers in the
factoring of 1653: 3, 19 and 29. The products of the 3 primes is 1653,
The first two primes, 3 and 19, when multiplied produce the order of
sura Alhadeed. The first and third when multiplied produce the order
of sura Ala’ala. The remaining number in both cases is the number of

ayas in the sura.

The number 1653 has one additional property which is it is formed of
two numbers 16 and 53. The 16" prime is 53 [2].

[t is rather interesting to note that the iron nucleus has the maximum
binding energy and hence is the most stable [3]. Because Iron has the
most stable nucleus where all element below it fuse to become Iron
eventually and all element above it split to be come Iron eventually,
the core of old stars is made from Iron. Depending on the type of star,
some start die peaceful death after losing all their energy (white

The sura is named Alhadeed (iron) because iron is mentioned in aya
25 of the sura “Certainly We sent Our apostles with manifest proofs,
and We sent down with them the Book and the Balance, so that
mankind may maintain justice; and We sent down iron, in which
there 1s great might and uses for mankind, and so that Allah may know
those who help Him and His apostles [with faith] in the Unseen.
Indeed Allah is all-strong, all-mighty.” [6]
