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Abstract
This paper presents a hypothesis regarding the correlation of the
number of letters and words between the two Moon words in chapter

“the Moon” and the minimum and maximum distance between

Moon and Earth.

The claim
In chapter #54 The Moon, the number of letters between the word
"the Moon" and the word "the Earth" divided by the length of the

word "Moon" (Arabic “ .3”) equals to the minimum distance from

Earth to the Moon in moon-widths or diameters.

While the number of words between the word “the Moon” and the

next word “the Moon” found at verse 5 of the following chapter
“The Sun and the Moon are for calculations” (Arabic * iy i)l
ol.2”) divided by the number of the words in that verse equals to the

maximum distance to the Moon in moon-widths of diameters.

The proof

In chapter #54 The Moon, the number of letters in the blue text

(~3) in Arabic 1s 3 letters. Therefore:

306 / 3 = 102 which is to within -0.56% of the minimum distance to

the Moon = 102.58 moon diameters.
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Maximum Distance
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In chapter #54 The Moon, the number of words in the blue text

between the word “the Moon” (.4 in verse 1 and the next “the

Moon” (.2) word in verse 5 of the following chapter is 350 words,

while the number of the words in that verse 5 (“ The Sun and the

Moon are for calculations” or in Arabic “oluz il ..2)”) 1s 3 words,

Therefore:

350 /3 =116.67 which 1s to within -0.33% of the maximum distance

to the Moon = 117.06 moon diameters.
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Note 1
This calculation used the word count between Moon and Moon not

Moon to Earth. If we search for the next word Earth, we would arrive
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at the word “and the Earth” (_»,¥15) after 19 words (in verse 10) which
results in 369 words in between and thus 369 / 3 = 123 moon-
diameters which 1s to within +5% but this 1s too big an error margin
from the currently accepted maximum distance. Maybe this is the

maximum distance ever throughout time! Only God knows!

Note 2

The prefix "Bism Allah Ar-Rahmaan Ar-Raheem" of chapter #55
The Merciful is included in the word count as it is an integral part of
the chapter. See the two BismAllah of chapter 95 and 97 and how
they needed an extra “Shadda” on top of the Baa because the previous
chapters (94 and 96) ended with latter Baa too and in Arabic you
cannot have two same consonants after each other without Shadda.
This is yet another proof that we must never skip the BismAllah
reading multiple chapters. Another evidence of BismAllah as an
integral part can be seen in the seven consecutive chapters (40 to 46)
that are all initialized with H. M. and how the number of H and M
letters = some value N times 19, while the total digit sums of the
number of H and M letters in their chapters is N. See
http://heliwave.com/HM19 xls.
